
 

Dear Group Leader 

With no UFO sightings reported n Nebraska this year, the mystery remains as to how an 
extraterrestrial-like design has taken shape in a Fontanelle, Nebraska cornfield.  Bringing the maze 
craze to the Cornhusker State, Camp Fontanelle will unravel the mystery when they open the 
area’s first MAiZE, an intricate network of twists and turns carved into 10 acres of corn on 
September 6, 2008. 

Camp Fontanelle hopes to challenge the wits of those seeking to find the one exit from their mind-
boggling puzzle - a unique source of good farmin’ fun for adults and children alike.  Though the 
correct pathway can be walked in only 15 minutes, most wandering maze-goers will require about 
one hour to travel through more than three miles of twists, turns and decision points.  The maze is 
designed in the shape of  Noah’s Ark. 

The MAiZE will give people of all ages the chance to “get lost” on Saturdays and Sundays from 
September 6, 2007 through November 2, 2008.  The maze will be open from 1:00 p.m. - 7:00 p.m. 
on Saturdays and 1:00 p.m. - 7:00 p.m. on Sundays.  Reservations for large groups will be taken for 
all times outside of regular advertised hours online under the “corn maze” link at 
www.campfontanelle.com. 

Please plan to bring your group to this exciting activity !  Cost is $4 for ages 3-11 and $6 for 12 and 
up.  A $1 off coupon is also available on the website.  And  if you are interested in participating as 
workers for this activity,  fill out and return the enclosed form or call us to discuss volunteer 
opportunities.  We’ve enclosed some information about volunteer opportunities at the corn maze.

JOB DESCRIPTIONS 

***All volunteer “employees” wear orange vests. 

CORN COPS    (2nd lowest priority, whoever is not in ticket booth, concessions or 

animal barn 

Corn cops duties will be to have a section of the Maze to patrol.  You will have a 

map of the Maze to show you where you are and how you will need to proceed to 

get out.  You will assist customers in the Maze if they are lost and need help finding 

their way.  Another duty is to watch and make sure all customers are making their 

way through the Maze carefully and safely.  This means no running or throwing 

corn, etc.  At end of shift make sure any garbage is picked up.  Help find lost 

visitors as needed. 

TICKET BOOTH   (1 or 2 people who can make change, need at least 1 adult) 

The people who work in the ticket booth will be selling the tickets to the customers.  

You will be responsible to make change for the customers. 

CONCESSIONS   (2 or more people who can make change, at least 1 adult) 

The people working in the concession stand will be helping customers with their 

orders.  You may need to make some change with a customer’s order.  At end of 

shift make sure the concession stand is in order for the next shift.  Be first contact for 

1st Aid requests. 

ANIMAL BARN    (2-3 people minimum, at least 1 being an adult) 

Tricycles and inflatable castle will need to be set up at the beginning of the 1 pm 

(or beginning) shift for the day. You will be watching over the animals in the barn.  

Need to make sure the visitor’s are being careful so they do not get hurt.  If 

animals, such as rabbits, are starting to get tired, do not allow them to be handled 

from that point on.  If rabbits are beginning to nip or bite people, this is a good 

indication.  Visitors need to wash hands after handling animals.  Food and drink is 

not allowed inside the barn.   Animals are not allowed outside of the barn and 

petting area enclosure.  Animals should not be allowed in the wood chipped 

picnic area under the north lean to.  SMOKING IS STRICTLY PROHIBITED since the 

barn is full of lots of things that burn such as wood chips, straw bedding and the 

old wood of the barn itself.  At end of your shift make sure any garbage is picked 

up and the area looks nice.  Animal barn folks might also be selling 2 oz. cups of 

animal food for 75 cents.  The cups hold more food than the food dispensers will 

give.   Finally, animal  barn folks might be selling “s’more packs” for $2.  A fire will 

need to be stoked with new wood through the evening.  At the end of the night, 

after the last shift of the day, a 10 to 1 chlorox solution is to be sprayed on the 

fences and any contact surfaces where people to animal interactions have taken 

place (gates to zoo, door handles, washing station, etc.)  Tricycles and the 

inflatable castle will need to be monitored to be sure only kids of equal size are in 



the inflatable castle and that only kids 60-70 pounds or less are on the tricycles.  

Tricycles and the inflatable castle need to be put away at the end of the 7 pm (or 

ending) shift.  Inflatable needs to be deflated and rolled up and CARRIED, NO 

DRAGGING, under the barn lean-to.  Trikes go in the small shed/extension on the 

south side of the barn 

PARKING ATTENDANT   (lowest priority for jobs is number of volunteers is scarce) 

You will help direct people on where they should park their vehicles.  You will also 

help with maintaining the camp of garbage clutter, replace trash liners as needed, 

and help keep the port-a-potties supplied with toilet paper.

CAMP FONTANELLE CORN MAZE 

VOLUNTEER GUIDELINES 

 

We hope you are excited to be helping with the Maze.  The good news is that helping at the Maze 

could be the most unusual, unique, and fun experience anyone could ever have.  

There are some things that need to be recognized before you accept the position of helping with the 

Maze.  Although it will be fun helping at the Maze, it will also be a lot of hard work.  This will 

require your commitment to a Saturday or Sunday depending on the shift you accept.  There may 

some verbal abusive patrons whose only goal is to disrupt your experience helping as well as the 

entire attraction.  These are all things to be aware of and prepared for. 

AT THE BEGINNING OF EACH OPERATING NIGHT 

Everyone helping at the Maze will be required to arrive at least 30 minutes prior to your scheduled 

shift.  This way we can go over your assignment and instructions of what you need for a successful 

experience.   

Upon your arrival you will need to report to your supervisor, Derek Bergman  203-0782,  for your 

assignments and any specific instructions.  It is helpful if people have already selected jobs to 

perform.  Sometimes we will have a ticket taker provided, but concession and petting barn help is 

absolutely necessary.  Corn cops and parking attendant are least critical. 

Everyone will be expected to stay for their entire shift. 



Once you have your assignment and instructions, go to your assigned area.  If you are a corn cop, 

you might have to check out items needed (i.e., walkie-talkie, flashlight, orange vest, and/or 

garbage bag). 

You will be asked to be in your area by the start of your shift. 

AT END OF YOUR SHIFT  

At the end of your shift, you will need to take the garbage bag and help clean up your area.  After 

your area is picked-up, you will then need to check-in any items that you may be using from Camp 

Fontanelle, such as, walkie-talkie, orange vest, and flash light.  Then you are free to leave for the 

night. 

  

MAZE ACCESSORIES  

You may need to check out a flashlight, orange vest, and walkie-talkies.  The items being used will 

need to be checked-in at the end of your shift.  You will be responsible for the item(s) checked-out 

until you return them. 

HAVE A LITTLE FUN  

We would like you to have fun while you are helping us.  Just remember that it is the people who 

make a place.  Customers will remember you and how they were treated as much as anything.  Our 

goal is to entertain people with Christian hospitality, so don’t be afraid to have fun and joke with the 

customers.  The key, however, is to make sure that you are still enforcing the rules and acting 

professionally and in Christian love. 

PROTECTING THE CORN  

There has been a large amount of time, energy and money that has gone into the Maze.  So while 

you are assigned to an area, we ask you to watch over and protect the Maze as the patrons go 

through it.  Some customers may cut through the corn and/or may throw corn, this SHOULD NOT 

BE TOLERATED! 

We need to be aware of customers who may do some vandalizing.  Please report any of these 

activities immediately and tactfully ask the customers to stop this behavior.  Though it�s important 

to be firm, it�s also important to avoid being rude. 

BREAKS  

When you go on a break you first need to be replaced.  So if you need to use the restroom and leave 

your assigned area, you should find someone to cover your assigned area BEFORE you leave. 

THE MAZE RULES  

1.      STAY ON THE PATHWAYS 
2.      NO PICKING OR THROWING CORN 
3.     NO RUNNING 
4.     NO SMOKING (dry corn is an extreme fire hazard!!) 
5.     NO DRUGS OR ALCOHOL 
6.     NO LITTERING 
7.     NO INAPPROPRIATE LANGUAGE 



If you catch someone breaking these rules, you will need to determine if they deserve a 
warning or should be immediately escorted out of the Maze.  Talk to your supervisor about 
these situations in advance so that you will be prepared to make the best judgment call. 

MISSING PERSONS 

In the case of a missing person, get information about the missing person (name, height, 
weight, what clothes wearing, where last seen, etc)  Immediately notify Derek 402-203-
0782 or Trent 402-459-0686 of the situation.  People will be sent on maze trails calling for 
the missing person.  Search until found.  An all clear using a whistle will be given when lost 
is found to notify others to return to ticket booth area.  If a missing person is not found in 
the maze, then other areas such as the petting barn will be searched before notifying 
authorities. 

FIRE/MEDICAL EMERGENCY  

In the case of a fire emergency, your only concern is to get yourself and any customers out 
of the Maze.  Leave all personal belongings behind.  In a medical emergency, your only 
concern is to secure the appropriate help (call 911 or Derek 402-203-0782 or Trent 402-
459-0686.) 

SEXUAL HARRASSMENT 

Sexual harassment will not be tolerated in any way, shape or form.  NEVER touch or grab 
patrons or others at the Maze.  Be aware of what you say and do.  NEVER use suggestive or 
lewd remarks.  Always act appropriately and professionally.
