What is ALL Gop@ PeoPLE?

Like the colored pieces of a kaleidoscope—culture, life transitions, demographics, ministry
settings, and stages of human development interact to form unique patterns that influence
how faith is formed and nurtured. ALL GOD’S PEOPLE provides an opportunity for clergy and
lay leaders who have responsibility for faith formation to look closely at both these pieces and
and the resulting patterns.

Where do | stay?
